Please observe the instruc�ons provided below in order to extend the useful life of your tent.

The tent was not tested for wind and snow clearly indicated by the manufacturer. Therefore, these loads 
are not covered by guarantee. Please watch the weather forecasts to be able to properly protect or 
disassemble the tent before problems appear.

• Tents are for temporary accommoda�on and should be dismantled in adverse weather condi�ons.

• Maintain sufficient distance from hoses, gas, and power lines to avoid poten�al damage.

• Check the area for underground power cables and gas lines. Contact your local authority for 

informa�on.

• When using suitable heaters, keep at least 1.2 m distance from tarp material.

• Do not use open flames (e.g., pa�o heaters, umbrella heaters, gas heaters).

• The person se�ng up the tent is responsible for ensuring proper anchoring and checking it regularly.

• A stable anchoring improves safety and extends the tent’s endurance.

• Always wear head protec�on, gloves, and solid shoes. Metal parts may have sharp edges and oily 

surfaces.

• Ensure there is no permanent snow load; remove snow, rain, or other loads immediately.

• Keep spare parts away from children. They must be stored and protected.

• Use a flat, even ground base when pitching the tent. Only use the provided materials for setup.

Please unpack the cartons and check against the packing list enclosed whether all parts have been 
delivered. Metal parts have been covered by a thin film of lubricant in the manufacturer‘s plant. Some 
parts may have more than the ordinary amount of lubricant on them. In such case, use a cloth to remove 
excesslubricant. Please excuse us for that.

The screws joining the pipes with connectors must be �ghtened manually, using a hexagon key or an 
automa�c screw driver, set at a max. level 2, to avoid material wear.

• Check the ground base to ensure it is suitable for your intended use.
• The tent can be used at temperatures slightly below zero, provided the tarp material has been 

prepared correctly.
• Store the tarp material at a minimum temperature of 10 °C for a sufficient period.
• Unwrap the tarp only at this temperature or higher.
• Failure to do so may cause the material to break at fold points.

• Please do not use aggressive chemicals to clean the tarp material.
• The best cleaning agent is water with slightly alkaline reac�on.
• The tent should not be folded and packed when wet. First dry it thoroughly.
• Do not make any modifica�ons of the metal structure of the tent, such as connec�ng and/or 

welding addi�onal loads, making grooves, and/or any deforma�ons.
• Please be careful when handling individual components of the tent.
• During disassembly, please use the packing list again to check for possible missing parts, to avoid 

problems with the next assembly.

Legal Regula�ons & Permissions
• Regula�ons regarding movable (tents) and immovable structures vary by country.
• Contact your local authori�es to confirm if a permit is required before pitching the tent.
• In some countries, permit requirements depend on the tent size.

Material Safety
• Ensure tarps do not come into contact with sharp-edged objects.
• This prevents damage and prolongs the durability of the material.

A�er the end of usage, please do not dispose of the tent or any of its components with ordinary garbage, 
but recycle it. If in doubt, please ask the manufacturer or an authorized sales representa�ve. We will be 
happy to help you recycle the tent correctly, at the same �me preserving the environment.
